2. Hybrids or Cultivars of each type of plant should be avoided. For example “Red Sunset” or “October Glory” are cultivars of red maple.  They should be avoided and the “unimproved” version of the plant should be used; just use straight Red Maple.
3. Some plants may not be available at neighborhood garden centers, however they are available at many larger plant nurseries.
